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Admission Q & A for International Students
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Q1: I would like to apply for undergraduate programs taught in English at
HUST. What programs can I choose?
A: There are 5 English-medium undergraduate programs available at HUST:
a) Mechanical Design, Manufacturing, and Automation, School of
Mechanical Science & Engineering;
b) Communication Engineering, School of Electronic Information and
Communications;
c) Clinical Medicine (Six-year Schooling), Tongji Medical College;
d) Pharmacy, School of Pharmacy;
e) International Economics and Business, School of Economics.
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Q2: Is there any entrance examination for undergraduates?

A: HUST admits international students through an application-assessment system.
After submitting the application for academic programs, applicants need to take an
online entrance examination according to the corresponding application items. Test
results are only for reference.
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Q3: What is the schedule for application and registration?

A: The registration for foundation programs is normally set at the end of February
every year, with a study period of one semester from February to the beginning of
July. The application period is from November 15th to December 31st. In addition,
HUST further provides online foundation programs with flexible schedule. The
study period is ten weeks, and the program results are valid for two years.

The registration for undergraduates is set at the beginning of September every
year, with a study period of four to six years. For more details, please refer to the
Undergraduate Programs offered for Admission. The application period for
undergraduate programs is from January 1% to June 30th.
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Q4: If my online application status shows '"Pre-admission'', when will I receive
the admission materials?

A:  "Pre-admission" means that you have passed the department review. The
application status will update to "Admission" after you passed the final review.
Generally, the admission notice and visa application form will be sent by express
within 2 weeks. If you are in Wuhan, you are welcome to collect them by yourself
at the School of International Education.
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QS5: What is the annual enrollment quota of MBBS at HUST and what are the
requirements for admission?

A: According to the enrollment plan of the Ministry of Education of the PRC, in
2021, the number of MBBS students for HUST will be 70. The requirements for
admission are:

a) The average GPA of high school in three years or graduation examination

score is B or above (Language level certificate required);

b) C or above in Physics and Mathematics in A-level, IB, AP, or SAT will be
preferred (No language level certificate required);

c) High school diploma with IGCSE, GCSE, AS or SSAT results, and B or
above in Physics and Mathematics (No language level -certificate
required).

3. Requirements for admission to International Economy and Business



Language requirements:

IELTS: 5.5 or above, TOEFL: 80 or above, English as the native or official
language, English as the teaching language in the previous learning, or other
equivalent English proficiency certificate.

Academic performance requirements:

a) The average GPA of high school in three years or graduation examination

score is B or above (Language level certificate required);

b) C or above in Economics and Mathematics in A-level, IB, AP, or SAT will
be preferred (No language level certificate required);

c) High school diploma with IGCSE, GCSE, AS or SSAT results, and B or
above in Economics and Mathematics (No language level certificate
required).
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Q7: Is the foundation program taught in English? Can I enter HUST to
continue undergraduate study after the program?
A: The teaching language of the foundation program is English. The main courses
include Chinese, English, Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry, and Biology. The
course duration is one semester, and the students are enrolled in spring every year.
After completing the foundation program, students will be expected to
participate in the exams organized by HUST and can apply for 5 undergraduate
programs taught in English. Students with outstanding exam scores and class
performance will be admitted by HUST. Certificates will be offered to those who
pass the exams.
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Q8: How can I get information about the Chinese-medium programs and
what are the specific admission criteria?

The requirements for admission to Chinese-medium programs are as follows:

The HSK score for programs of Science, Engineering, and Medicine shall be
at least 180 of level 4;

Or the teaching language of the applicant in high school is Chinese.

A: Under the Chinese Government Scholarship, there are various programs offered
for postgraduate applicants. We would like to introduce the two major programs as
follows:

1. Bilateral Program

Applicants are strongly suggested to contact the dispatching authorities for overseas
study at their home countries for the application eligibility for this program. The
authorities include the Ministry of Education, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the
Higher Educational Commission, the Educational and Cultural Office of the Chinese
Embassy (Consulate), etc. If eligible, applicants shall apply for the program online

between late December and March following the procedure and instruction of the
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authorities as required in due time.

Notice: the Program Category is A, and the Agency No. is provided by the
dispatching authorities for overseas study of your home country.
2. Chinese University Program

This is a full scholarship for designated Chinese universities to recruit
outstanding international students for graduate studies in China. HUST is one of the
higher education institutions designated to undertake this program.

If you would like to apply to HUST for this program, you should:

1. Finish the online application procedure at CSC Online Application System at
(http://www.campuschina.org/), (Program Category is B, and the Agency
No. is 10487.)

2. Download the form and then finish the online application procedures at

A: At present, the Chinese classes are divided into seven levels, namely A-G. Each
level is divided according to the number of students. In general, the number of
students in each class does not exceed 15 in order to guarantee learning outcomes.
